NOW, THEREFORE, in-consideration of the benefits to-be de-
rived therefrom, the above-ownem and:titleholdews restrict: the use
and occupancy of such building lots, and the type of structure to
be placed thereon, in accordance with the following building re-
strictions and protective covenants on the dbove described real
egstate: :

A. All lots degeribed herein shall be known, described and
used solely as residential lots. Use for any other purpase is ex-
pressly prohibited. '

8. Only one (1) single family dwelling, together with structures
appurtenant thereto shall be constructed on each lot.

C. No lot or any fractional portion thereof within said sub-
division shall be resubdivided or sold, given away, devised or in
any other manner made into smaller parcels than the lot dimensions’
as shown on the original plat of said subdivision for each of said
lots, providing, however, a lot may be divided and joined to and
from each other, to permit relocation of lot 1ines that will not.
otherwise violate these restrictions, and any such change in lot
lines shall thereafter become the lot lines to be used in determining
setbacks. ‘

D. WNo building shall be erected on any residential building:
lot or plot nearer than fifty (50) feet from the fromt lot line.
The total side lot line restriction shall be twenty (20) feet with
‘a minimum on any one side of eight (8) feet, except that on corner
lots no structurd shall be permitted nearer than thivey-five (33>
.fest to the side street line.

E, No residentiél building plot described herein shall have
an area less than 18,000 square feet.
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F. All structures erected on any lot or plot shall be com-
pleted within- one (1) year from the date actual construction is
begun,

G. No trailer, basement, tent, shack, garage, barn, or other
outhuilding erected in the tract shall at any time be used as a
residence,; temporarily or permanently, nor shall any residence of
‘a. temporary character be permltted

H. No 11vestock or other category of farm animal of any
nature shall be permitted within said plact.

1. HNo obnoxious or offensive trade shall he carried on
within the plat, nor shall anything be done thereon which may be
or become a nursance to the neighborhood. ;

. J. A perpetual edsement is réserved bver thé Feéar fiffeen”

: K. Titleholder of each lot or-part thereof, vacant ox. im=-
‘proved, shall keep his lot or lots free of weeds and debris. - !

L. No dwelling shall be permitted on any lot described
herein, having a ground floor square foot area of less than I,500
square feet, in the case of a one-story structure, nor less than
850 square feet on the ground level in the case of a one and one-
‘half or two story structure, Split level shall be interpreted as
including living room and bedroom levels, which shall contain a
minimum of 2,000 square feet, Split level, by-level, or split-
foyer shall be considered to be a splitc level, All homes in this
plat are to have attached double garages, Open porches, carports .
and garages shall be excluded in computing the total ground ficor
square foot area. Each dwelling shall have or shall construct a
_conerete, paved driveway with a minimum width of sixteen (16) feet
‘at such time ag the street sabutting the front of sald leot is paved.

M. Garbage cans, incinerators, and above ground.fuel tanks
will be permitted only -1f screened and camouflaged by bushes,
decorative fence, or some other suitable means to screen the view
of them from adJacent property owners and public roadways.

N. Each residence is required to have approved and adequate
sewage facilities when a residence is constructed. No sewage lines
or laterals will be yrun into any creek ox ravine.

Q. At such time as sanitary sewer is available in the
‘public streets adjoining this subdivision or in the easement area
provided for installation of utilities, all existing residences shall
discontinue use of the septic tanks; and hook ontoe the sanitary
sewer within two (2) years after written notice of the completion
and availability of the sanitary sewer,
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P. When public or community water facilities become available
in the public street or easement areas serving the plat, then within

onto said system, and each new- reSidence thereafter built shall connect
thereto.

8. Theeefébveﬂaﬁts'afe to run with the land and shall be binding
on all parties and’all persons claiming under them until January 1,
1995, at which time said covenants shall be automatically terminated.

T. If the parties hereto, or any of them, or their heirs or
assigns shall vioclate or attempt to violate any of the covenants or
restrictions herein before January 1, 1995, it shall be lawful for
any other person or persons owning any other lotg in sald development
or subdivision to prosecute any proceedings at ‘law. or in equity

- against the person or persons violating or attempting to wviolate any

such covenant or restriction and either to prevent him ‘or them from so
doing or to recover damages or other dues for such violation.

U. Invalidation of any- one of these covepants by judgment or
Court Order shall in no wise affect any of the other provisions, which
shall remain in full force and effect.

V. All sales and transfers of said lots or parcels of ground
during the time these covenants and restrictions remain in effect
shall be subject to said restrictions.

W. These restrietions and covenants may be changed, altered,
modified, and/or cancelled at any time by the written agreement of
five- SlXthS(5/6) of the lots as platted and numbered.
